A high-level review meeting 
was chaired by the Chairman 
of  the Andhra Pradesh Dedi-
catd Commission, Rajiv Ran-
janMishra, aRetired IAS offic-
er, at the PGRS Hall within the 
Sri Sathya Sai District Collec-
torate on Monday.

He emphasized the importance 
of  maintaining absolute trans-
parency during field-level sur-
veys and data collection, urg-
ing the concerned authorities 

to ensure that the reservation 
process remains free of  errors. 
Following the official review, 
the Chairman met with public 
representatives and citizens 
who arrived from across the 
district to submit formal peti-
tions containing their sugges-
tions and objections regarding 
the local body reservation 
categories.

The program saw the partici-
pation of  District Collector A. 
Shyam Prasad, Revenue Divi-
sional Officer Suvarna, and 

Chief  Planning Officer Vijay 
Kumar. Other key attendees in-
cluded District Panchayat Of-
ficer Samatha, various Munici-
pal Commissioners, the ZP 
CEO, DLDOs, and the Execu-
tive Director of  the BC Corpo-
ration. The meeting concluded 
with the Chairman reiterating 
the need for coordinated ef-
forts among all departments, 
including the SGSW Coordina-
tor and the DBCWO, to uphold 
constitutional standards in the 
electoral process.

Dedicated Commission Reviews 
Local Body Reservations

Minister for Industries, 
Commerce, and Food Process-
ing, T.G. Bharat, along with 
Kurnool Member of  Parlia-
ment BastipatiNagaraju, per-
formed the groundbreaking 
ceremony on Monday for the 
expansion of  the C-Camp 
Rythu Bazar, a project valued 
at ₹6 crore. Following the foun-
dation stone unveiling, the 
Minister stated that the expan-
sion is a significant step to-
ward transforming Kurnool 
into a smart city and will di-
rectly benefit 150 local farmers. 
The new two-story structure 
will feature modern amenities, 
including advanced sprinkling 
and drip irrigation systems, 
dedicated parking facilities, 
and improved infrastructure, 
with instructions issued to the 

contractor to complete the con-
struction within nine months.

Minister Bharat recalled 
that Chief  Minister Nara 
Chandrababu Naidu had re-
cently visited this market, 
which he originally estab-
lished in 1999, and promised 
farmers that it would be ex-
panded to meet growing needs. 
Fulfilling that commitment, 
the Minister further an-
nounced that upon the comple-
tion of  the Rythu Bazar, an 
Anna Canteen, the Chief  Min-
ister's dream project, will be 
established to provide nutri-
tious meals to the poor for just 
₹15. He also detailed upcoming 
infrastructure milestones for 
the city, including the estab-
lishment of  a High Court 
Bench and a state-of-the-art 
Collectorate office at B-Camp,

APSDMA Managing Direc-
tor Prakhar Jain said districts 
including Srikakulam, Vizi-
anagaram, Visakhapatnam, 
Kakinada, East and West Goda-
vari, Krishna, NTR, Guntur, 
Bapatla, Chittoor and Tirupati 
are likely to receive light rain 

accompanied by lightning on 
Tuesday.

People were advised not to 
remain in open areas during 
rain and thunderstorms and to 
avoid taking shelter under 
trees, near old structures or 
large hoardings. Farmers and 
cattle rearers were urged to 
stay alert and move to safer lo-
cations during thunder activi-
ty.Meanwhile, heatwave condi-
tions are likely to continue in 
parts of  Alluri and Polavaram 
districts. Vijayawada East re-
corded the highest tempera-
ture in the State at 42.3 degrees 
Celsius on Monday, while sev-
eral other areas reported tem-
peratures above 40 degrees 
Celsius.
